                  SUMMER ACTIVITY


Visit your local library frequently during the summer.  The librarian can assist you and your child in selecting some books that are interesting and appropriate for a second grade student.


Visiting bookstores is also a good summer activity.  The sales people will alert you to the books that are in demand by first and second graders.  Certain authors are very popular, and once your child reads one, he/she may want to read more.


Establishing a specific time each day for your child’s reading is a wise idea.  Mornings are very good times because he/she is rested 









over,

and more apt to be willing to read.  Turn off television and other sources of noise so that your child can concentrate.  If you are going on trips, make it a point to bring some books along to read in the car, plane, etc.


If your child does not want to read, do not be overly concerned.  This would be a great opportunity for you to read to him/her.  Once you have done this, he/she will be more apt to attempt to read the next book by himself/herself.  The child may even want to re-read the same book over again.  That is fine.
