Dear Kindergarten Parents,


We here at Wingdale Elementary School are excited about getting to know you and your kindergarten next fall.  Next year will be a year of tremendous growth, socially, emotionally and academically for your child.  So many times parents of entering kindergarteners ask us, “What can I do to help my child be ready for kindergarten?”  Besides the obvious answers of visiting the building and meeting the teacher the day before school opens, and making sure your child can dress themselves and take care of their personal needs, we like to stress the importance of reading to your child everyday.

The years your child spends at home with his parents, his first and most important teachers, are fertile grounds fro learning-particularly with respect to learning how to read.  Research shows us that children who are read to at an early age are more successful in school than children who are not.  Children who are exposed to rich and varied reading experiences are also more likely to begin kindergarten ready to read or already reading!


Reading to your child gives your child several important advantages over the child who isn’t read to.  Through reading, your child learns new words, the sounds of letters, sentence structure and gains knowledge about the world around him/her.  He/she begins to understand that stories themselves have a structure- a beginning, middle and an end.  Children who are read to and exposed to words (through books, signs, magazines, personal notes, etc.) learn to value words and understand the connection between the written and spoken word- a very valuable understanding.

Many parents already read to their children on a daily basis.  That’s great and we encourage you to continue even after your child begins to read themselves.  For those parents who have not yet developed the habit, IT IS NOT TOO LATE TO START!
Keep the reading sessions fun and interactive.  Talk about the stories and the characters.  Make predictions-“What do you think will happen next?”  Relate the stories to personal experiences-“Do you remember when we went camping and this happened to us too?”  Reread old favorites as well as new books.  Vary the kinds of books you read to your child. Non-fiction titles are as important as fairy tales, or alphabet books.  But most importantly, READ TO YOUR CHILD EVERYDAY!  Watching a video of a fairy tale IS NOT THE SAME THING! 

There are countless books in the libraries or in bookstores to choose from.  But we have attached a condensed list of books and authors that are great for this age level.  Your local librarian is also a great resource.  Don’t forget to check out story times at the library as well.


Have fun reading to your child.  It will pay back many dividends.
